Arena Eventing Challenge Schedule

All classes are to be pre-entered and there will be a drawn order for the first class of the day (the order and 
start-time can be found on Colraine web-site from 6pm on the day before). Written entries to be submitted 
to Colraine by Noon on the day before competition (e-mail accepted) and if possible, accompanied with the 
correct fees. Total show entries will be limited and will be accepted on a first come first served basis. All 
substitutions are acceptable 

The course will consist of approximately 14 obstacles. These will be a mixture of show jumps and x-country 
type fences with both faultable and permanent elements – the grass area around the arena will be 
incorporated into the course (ground conditions permitting).

1. The course will be split into 2 sections. The first will not be timed and the second will be timed.

2. 10 penalities will be given for each knock down and each refusal.                                                

3. 20 penalities will be awarded for a fence not negotiated.                                                                     

4. 20 penalities will be awarded for the first fall of horse and/or rider. 
Elimination will only occur when taking the wrong course or at the second fall.

5. The winner will have the fastest time in the second part of the course with the fewest overall 
penalities.

6. Riders may wear either full x-country colours or Show Jumping attire.

Class 1: Nursery Eventing Challenge.
              Fences will not exceed 70cms. 

Class 2: Mini Eventing Challenge.
              Fences will not exceed 75cms. 

Class 3:  Midi Eventing Challenge.
              Fences will not exceed 85cms

Class 4:  Maxi Eventing Challenge.
              Fences will not exceed 95cms.                                            Entry fee: £15

Rosettes will be awarded to 5th place in each class.                                           
Special Rosettes will be awarded in each class in the following categories:
A: Best performance by a rider 12yrs and under.
B: Best performance by a rider 16yrs and under. 
C: Best performance by a rider over 45years.If you wish to compete for one of the above awards in 
a class please state which on your entry form.
